MAINSTREAMING MINE ACTION IN OTHER 
HUMANITARIAN SECTORS: SHELTER AND CAMPS

KEY ACTIONS FOR SHELTER AND CAMP MANAGERS

	
	Before beginning construction; collect information about the locations where fighting took place

	
	Liaise with the Mine Action coordination group to map which organisations are working in the area. 

	
	Identify mine action organisations, non-state actors (NSA), or current or former army personnel who can provide information about risk areas, and potentially skilled personnel who can support the marking and fencing of risk areas. 

	
	Collect maps and satellite images of potentially contaminated areas through access to international databases, local army, or NSA. If not available, rely on information gathered from former combatants, army and NSA.

	
	Ensure that mine and explosive remnants of war (ERW) risk education are taking place. Identify mine action organisations who can undertake this activity, or cooperate with mine action organisations in making available risk education materials such as leaflets, gadgets, and pictures representing the most likely used ERW. Create a display area in the proximity of IDP/refugees’ registration centres, water collection points, and common utility area. 

	
	Ask for support in area verification prior to rubble removal or shelter intervention. 

	
	When (re)constructing homes or shelters; confirm the potential risk of contamination from ERW (explosive remnants of war) through maps and local knowledge. 

	
	Provide access to mine and ERW risk education for construction labourer/drivers/local builders prior to deployment for construction work.

	
	Provide feedback to mine action organisations on progress regarding housing and relocation of people to facilitate the planning of further mine and ERW clearance interventions.

	
	In camps, where food or NFI distributions are planned, ensure that mine and ERW risk education activities take place in connection with the distribution. 

	
	Facilitate a referral system to receive information on spontaneous return/resettlement from mine action operators in the field. Mine Action organisations maybe working in areas where no access to other agencies is granted.


Additional considerations in the event of post natural disaster:
	
	Whereas all the points mentioned above are equally important for post-natural disasters, additional considerations may apply.

	
	In the event of limited physical access to areas due to changed topography and collapsed routes/infrastructures, identify alternative means to reach affected population with Risk Education messages.

	
	Inform the population about the risk of a possible change of location for the suspected areas.

	
	Coordinate with Mine Action Agencies or local Army for ERW verification of evacuation routes.
